• Display of local holdings can be confusing
• Display of consortial holdings can mislead users
• Resource sharing request option hidden behind a login

• Display logic is difficult to implement
• Get It and View It don't always work well together

• Display of holdings optimized for more complex cases
• Options behind login assumes more complex institutions

Start with the basics

Use CSS to remove any unnecessary information

Start with the basics

Change labels to make signing in to request item more obvious

Slightly more advanced

Replace the Alma UResolver with a server-side (only) script
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Angular + server-side script

• Finding what/where to inject the custom code
– prm-alma-mashup was obviously the answer
–What's the best way to get it to work?

Angular + server-side script

• Always use the dev console to view the javascript source code!

– site-primo.hosted.exlibrisgroup.com/primo-explore/lib/templates.js
• This contains all the templates used by Primo!

– webpack://src/main/webapp/components
• You can find the function code for the different components in here!
• Great for finding out what information is available to you in a given scope
• Helps to visualize the element hierarchy

Attempt #1

• Replace the contents of the prm-alma-mashup template
– components/search/fullView/getit/almaMashup/almaMashup.html

• Normally would use prm-alma-mashup-after to replace the 
parent template
– Doesn't work properly!
– Primo insisted on caching the injected code
– This caused issues trying to load other records
– Need to target prm-alma-mashup before it loads into memory

Attempt #2

• Use app.run() to replace the prm-alma-mashup template at 
runtime

• This really put Primo through a loop
– Prm-alma-mashup never loaded anymore, not 100% sure why
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Third times the charm!

• Inject a custom module into the prm-alma-mashup at 
runtime
– This worked wonders, so we worked with it!

• The custom module prevents the previous caching issues

Getting the data into Primo

• Primo already provides access to the PNX record

Getting the data into Primo

• Get availability data from Alma API via server-side PHP script

Getting the data into Primo

• Take advantage of asynchronous JavaScript calls

• Visually merge ‘Get It’ and ‘View It’ options
• Suppress all NFT statements and replace with ILL Links
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5. Future directions, considerations

Missing pieces

• Real-time item availability for consortia holdings
– Is it worth the effort?

• Is the title loan-able?
• Does title have ARS or paging request options?
• Locate option
• Incorporate local GES configurations
• View It and Get It need to communicate with each other

Future directions, considerations

• CSU will have to provide self-support for customization
• Advocate for Ex Libris to incorporate as default or option
• Follow-up with UX testing and usage data analysis
• Provide campuses with ability to opt-out
• Make the code available for others
