● The Schedule section of these reports will indicate that they were scheduled 
in the old UI.

● Toggle the Schedule Report button to change the schedule.



Reports Scheduled in the New Layout

● Each report/dashboard scheduled in the New Analytics Layout 
runs as its own job.

● Under Monitor Jobs, the job name for these scheduled reports will 
be “Schedule of Analytics reports and dashboards” followed by the 
report/dashboard name.
